Discipline Definitions

Insubordination: Refusal to comply with a belligerent attitude, blatant disrespect to staff.
Roughhousing: To treat another person in a violent or rugged way.

Rough Play: Mischievous play gone too far; body bumping, kicking, poking (the intent was to have
fun).

Location Violation: In an area without permission.

Verbal Harassment: Name calling, teasing, racial slurs, sexual comments, profanity, threats to hurt
someone.

Fighting/Assault: Malicious striking or spitting with a targeted victim (intent is to harm someone).
Vandalism: Intentional damage or destruction of property.
Non-Compliance: Refusing to follow adult direction after numerous warnings.

Bullying: When one person causes one or more people to feel afraid, scared or worried for their, or
someone else’s, safety/property.

Safety Issue: Unsafe use of the equipment or facility.
Theft: Taking something that belongs to someone else.

Threat of Physical Harm: To cause a person to feel in imminent physical danger.
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
